VISUAL ANTHROPOLOGY aims to integrate a broad spectrum of characteristics of the human being-anthropos-involved in the act of seeing.

From an epistemological point of view, a transdisciplinary understanding questions the issues of seeing, visual perception and representation,
relating them to their creative projections. By doing so, integration takes place in artistic, scientific, technological and cultural domains correlated
with research and practice. It addresses themes relevant to the concept of expanded space design since the creative and technical potential of the
researcher establishes dialogues with the multidimensional character of human activity. This encompasses materialities, ergonomics, visual identity,
biological behaviour, cognitive, symbolic and archetypal creation, but it also concerns the study of the brain, neuro-psychology, light and colour.
